* Pets are less likely to stray after being fixed. » Breeding dogs and cats costs more than surgery to have your pet fixed.
» Sterilization increases your pet's loyalty. » Spay/neuter reduces your pet's risk for some cancers and infections.
* Sterilization decreases the risk of dog bites. » Spay/neuter greatly reduces urine spraying and marking in cats.

We see a lot of animals here at the Hawk Creek Animal Shelter. This is Shadow and he’s one
of the special ones. Blinded in one eye and abandoned near a farm, he was brought to the
Shelter for treatment and possible adoption. It was doubtful hed make it. Happily, he
recovered and is healthy, friendly (he loves tummy rubs and ear skritches) and as of this
letter, is awaiting adoption by a new forever family.

Stories like this are all too common. And that’s why we're asking you today to help Shadow
and the hundreds of other dogs and cats we see each year. Since they don’t have their own
voice to advocate for themselves, we are speaking out for them.

We will see about 1,600 animals come through our Shelter by year-end. All need good basic care and evaluation, however,
more animals to care for means we need more part-time staff and volunteers in order to get all the work done in a timely
manner. Our new, larger facility, for which we are exceptionally grateful, requires more work to keep it clean and sani-
tary for the animals. Our expanded spay/neuter initiatives, while great long-term solutions to overpopulation, are also

more expensive.

Good outcomes for pets like Shadow depend on the good graces of supporters and community members like you. In the
past seven years, the number of animals coming to us has more than doubled, and even though we are better equipped
today than ever to serve our pet friends, our expenses have skyrocketed. Our veterinary services and direct animal care
line items have ballooned out of sheer volume. And, we anticipate we will be serving nearly 2,000 animals annually by
2016.

Will you help ensure that the Hawk Creek Animal Shelter remains a safe place for Shadow and his friends
to come and find their new families? Your donation of $15, $35, $50, $100, $250, or more if your situation allows,
will go a long way toward alleviating the suffering of our pet friends and will assist in finding them their new homes,
where they are loved and treasured.
